Members of the group were asked what their particular areas of interest were, regarding the Neighbourhood Plan.  The following members gave an indication of their interests: 
C Bigley – housing; Cllr Robinson, housing, planning, worked on the Parish Plan; Cllr Lawton - housing, worked on Parish Plan; Cllr Moller – statistics, census analysis, worked on Parish Plan; N Ryder – environmental issues and conservation, with particular interest in land in Scholar Green; Cllr Hancock – housing, vulnerable people; R Sproston – businessman, interested in all areas of Mow Cop.  G Roberts – involved in town and country planning for 28 years, legal knowledge.
The chair asked members to write a couple of lines, expressing their areas of particular interests, then e-mail them to the Clerk, for insertion on the website.
NP/08.03.16/13:  Declaration of Interest
The Clerk explained what was expected of members regarding the Declaration of Interest, as set out in paragraph 12 of the Constitution.  Below is the extract from the Constitution:

All members of the Steering Group must declare any personal interest that may be perceived as being relevant to a decision of the group. This may include membership of an organisation, ownership of land or a business, or any other matter that may be considered to be relevant. Such declarations shall be recorded and be publicly available.

NP/08.03.16/16: Review of 2005 Parish Plan ‘Objectives’
R Sproston distributed a re-worked introduction to the Parish Plan, which could be used for the Neighbourhood Plan.  This will be discussed at the next meeting.

A discussion took place on the value of a Neighbourhood Plan, which will be a legal document.  It will have the potential to protect pieces of land, dictate what type of houses should be built and the quantity of new builds.

It was agreed this was a very well written Plan and could be extremely useful to the Group.  The Group felt this Plan was the best match to our parish and could be used as a rough model/framework.

Most of the Group had read this document and agreed it was very good.  There was no reference to a public survey but the Plan read similar to the Brereton Plan.
